The CLC's `So You Love Horses' course 
is one of several dual accreditation 
programs already in place. The unique 
equine program allowed high school 
students from across Chinook's Edge 
the opportunity to earn two high 
school credits and two Olds College 
credits.

Students spent several weeks at their 
own high schools learning the theory 
components of the course through 
distributed online learning, often at 
their local Community Engagement 
Sites. They then gathered at the Olds 
College Riding Arena for a day-long 
practical hands-on lab led by students in 
the college's Equine Science program.
